Central Family Centre (NCFC) have continued their partnership to help youth in
Regina’s inner-city.

2009 marks the fourth year of the
partnership between the two organizations
with the ARR providing an additional $5,000
for the NCFC’s Youth Empowerment
Program and another $2,000 raised from
the association’s 2009 golf tournament. The
association has provided the NCFC with
$17,000 in assistance over the four-year
period.

The Youth Empowerment Program employs
15-20 inner city youth to provide services to
Regina’s north-central neighbourhood.
These services include lawn-care, snow
removal in the winter, doing year-round odd
jobs for north-central area residents,
painting dumpsters and operating an arts

and‘crafts gallery.

The 2009 funding will be used to acquire and replace yard work equipment and
materials such as rakes, weed whackers, a lawn mower, and paint and brushes to paint
dumpsters and fences. In addition, the funding will support an initiative to remove graffiti
from buildings and replace it with murals painted by area youth in strategic locations in
the North Central Community.

“The North Central Family Centre is a grass roots organization that is on the ground
everyday helping the youth of north central Regina. We are very pleased to be able to
provide this help to an organization which supports the revitalization of a neighbourhood
facing many challenges”, said Russ Weir, 2009 President of the Association of Regina
REALTORS® Inc.
